TENNIS NEWS 
by Ian A. Griffin, USPTA Professional  



 
The grounds crew is eager and ready for the 2009 golf season to get into full swing.  The mowers 
are sharpened, the equipment is serviced, and the new flags are on the green’s  
flagsticks. 
 
As Dr. Born mentioned in his message in the March Niblick we still have some items left to do to 
finish the creek riprap project on #18. The schedule for completing the project will include: 
 

• After the weight limit restrictions are lifted, the roads and the soil dries out the dozer will 
come back and move soil on the tee side of the creek up by the dam to reshape the bank. 
Also the walk bridge by the pump station will be leveled for use at this time. 

• Next new plant material will be planted where trees had to be removed to do the project. 
• More soil will need to be hauled in along the fairway on the green side of the creek to take 

care of several soft areas along the riprap. 
• Some of the area next to the green will be sodded once sod becomes available. The  
 remainder of this area will be seeded to fine fescue (wispy grass) and left unmowed in 
 the future. 
• The seeding of the remainder of the disrupted areas will not occur until around Memorial 

Day when grass seed will germinate quickly.  This will keep the areas being seeded from 
eroding before the seed comes up. 

 
This year spring aerification of greens will be contracted out and use a different method which is 
less disruptive than past practices.  We had two demos of different aerification methods on greens 
last fall.  One was the Dry Jet method that was done to the greens on holes #10 and #17.  This 
method forms a hole with high-pressure water and then injects sand into the hole.  This method 
does not disrupt the green surface very much, but also does not do a substantial job of relieving 
the green compaction.  We also had another firm do a test area late in the fall on the practice green 
using 5/16” solid tines.  This is also not very disruptive to the green  
surface and does a good job of relieving green compaction.  This method will be used on 
Monday, May 11th to aerify greens.  The grounds crew will aerify tees on Tuesday, May 12th using 
the plug aerifier we have used in the past.

• Only two riders and two sets of clubs per 

golf cart. 
• Please, no towing of pull carts. 
• Keep the carts on the paths at all times on 

the par 3 holes.  On all other holes keep 
the carts on the paths around the tees and 
greens. 

• Note:  The new carts have a built-in speed 
regulator, which will only allow the carts 
to reach a certain speed.  You will feel this 
system engage as you travel downhill after

Practice with a Purpose

The National Golf Foundation is a tremendous source of information  
relative to all aspects of the business of golf and the current “state of the 
nation” with respect to who plays this great game and when/why they play.  
One item that caught my eye in their latest publication was an article on 
“The Top Four Reasons People Play and Enjoy Golf”.  Those reasons are: 
1. They hope to play better and hit better shots. 
2. They hope to lower their score. 
3. They enjoy the beauty of the golf course and the turf conditions. 
4.   They enjoy their interaction with other players and friends. 
 
To summarize these four points, it’s the golf itself and the hope for  
improvement that they enjoy the most followed by the golf course and their 
playing partners.  Therefore (and you’ve heard this before!) it’s critical that 
our golfers make an effort to improve their skills and lower their scores.  
Being the “same old golfer” day after day and seeing no improvement at all, 
ever, gets old real fast.  Those golfers are easily drawn away from the game 
and may eventually give up golf all together. 
 
Now is the time to take action.  Today is the day to jot down some goals for 
your own game this season, i.e. areas that you may be able to improve;  
specific shots you’d like to learn to play more efficiently, the quickest ways 
to lower your scores and golf handicap, etc.  Once again, failing to plan is a 
sure way to stay the “same old golfer”. 
 
Going without golf during the winter months can lead to forgetting about 
the basic fundamentals that lead to good golf shots.  These things include 
posture, grip, and alignment.  
 
If you’re looking for a recommendation, here it is:  The quickest way to 
lower your score is by improving your putting.  It’s that simple.  Next on 
the list is improved chipping, followed by improved pitching/sand play.  
Add to that the fact that these areas are the easiest to learn because the 
swings are the smallest of all the swings we make when we play.  If you’re 
looking for something to spend this season working on there they are. 
Remember, however, that motivation without knowledge equals frustration.  
Schedule some time with one of our staff instructors to LEARN what you 
have to LEARN before you spend hours digging holes in the ground for 
nothing.  Knowledge is power and educating ourselves never ends.  
Get busy, get going.  Make this a great golf season!

 Reciprocity Agreement  

Reviewed 
 
An agreement between the La Crosse Country 
Club, Rochester Country Club, and  
Eau Claire Country Club has been reached 
which will make it possible for members of 
the three clubs to play at the other facilities at 
a reduced rate on a space-available basis. The 
fundamental points of the agreements are as 
follows: 
 

1. Members will not have to pay guest 
fees.  If a member brings a  

 non-member guest, the non-member 
 guest must pay the guest fee of the  
 respective club. 
2. Members/non-member guests will be  
 required to pay the cart fee charged by 

the respective club for each round 
played. 

3. Members of each respective club may 
charge their fees back to their home 
club account at the reciprocal club. 

 
The Golf Professional at each club will  
monitor, set up, and manage the tee times 
issued under this reciprocal agreement.  All 
tee times are to be made through the Club’s 
Professional staff.  As you’d expect, the rules 
at the host club must be strictly adhered to.   
 
Agreements such as this make it possible to 
add some variety to your golf season as well 
as giving players other options in the event of 
weather-related course closures, tournament 
days, etc.   Both of the other 
facilities, Eau Claire C. C. and 
Rochester C. C., are 
exciting courses to play and are 
quite a bit different than our 
course.
