GREEN SPEED POSTING

It was suggested at the May Greens Committee nuettat the green speed be measured by a stimp areter
the green speed be posted every day at the clo@nks to the Pro Shop staff, the green speed of$ @@en’s
are measured daily and posted on a small signéogttine post by #1 tee.

Information regarding severe weather procedures

We've been getting lots of practice at sounding the weather warning system and keeping a close eye on
the radar screen. Fortunately our members are becoming more attuned to investigating the weather
before heading out for golf and knowing what may happen throughout the day. The internet has made
this quite easy to do. The website that we use in the Golf Shop is Intellicast.com which gives us a good
look at wide-range and close-up radar images.

Please remember that the Golf staff is not able to drive out and retrieve an entire field of players if/when
severe weather approaches. Under normal conditions we just do not have enough available personnel
to accomplish that. If we see somebody relatively close by we may attempt to, if possible, help them in
before the weather reaches our area. | mention this because there seems to be a perceived assumption
that we can and will pick everybody up and have the course cleared prior to the weather becoming
extreme and that is simply not the case. During those periods when severe weather may develop, we
often suggest that golfers take a cart for a quicker exit from the far corners of the golf course (or at least
to the rain shelters on each nine.) When the conditions are favorable for the development of severe
weather, plan your actions based upon the need to ensure your own welfare and safety.
