I first want to thank everyone that attended the wine tasting on May 26th; it was another successful evening for 
the wine society here at the club.  It is also a huge plus to feature wines of Noelke Distributing Company, which 
is owned by La Crosse Country Club member Bill Noelke.  Mike Madden, who has done several wine events for 
us over the past few seasons, brought a great selection of wines to sample, and handled another wine tasting  
beautifully.  If you still haven’t joined the Wine Society and are interested, please contact me and you can start 
taking advantage of this excellent benefit.   
 

Also, a big thanks to everyone that has sampled and enjoyed the featured wines so far this season.  The wines 
have gone over very well, and I’m glad this program has taken off so successfully.  After two months of featuring 
heavy, robust wines, the wines I’ve selected for June are lighter, summer friendly wines.  The red wine for June is 
the 2007 Stephen Vincent Crimson.  The Crimson is a 75/25 Syrah and Cabernet blend produced and bottled in 
Petaluma, CA on the Sonoma Coast.  The Stephen Vincent Winery is a smaller family owned business operated 
by Stephen Vincent Situm and his son Stephen Vincent Situm III.  The Crimson name comes from the deep, dark 
crimson color of the wine which produces tastes of blackberry, plum, and licorice.  The 
Stephen Vincent Crimson pairs well with almost any dish; from chicken and  
seafood, to beef and pasta.  June’s featured white wine is the 2008 Whitehaven  
Sauvignon Blanc of Marlborough, New Zealand.  The Whitehaven Winery, which was 
started by Greg and Sue White, is relatively new to the world wine scene, being only 16 
years old.   
 

In this short time however, Whitehaven has become an award wining producer of wines,  
especially sauvignon blanc, which is their flagship wine. The Whitehaven  
Sauvignon Blanc is a sweeter full-flavored wine, with tastes of berry, currant, and ripe 
citrus flavors.  Suggested meals for this wine would be seafood, mussels, shellfish, and 
most poultry dishes.  The Crimson and the Whitehaven will each be available at the  
upper restaurant and in Mulligan’s.  Please ask your bartender if you would like to  
sample or purchase a glass of either one of these superb wines.

Overview:  The Player Development Program is an individualized, more in-depth  
opportunity for one on one instruction, both on the lesson tee and on the golf course.  The 
program includes one private lesson session and one lesson review/on-course game  
management session with LCCC Assistant Professionals Joe DeRosa and Mike Lindahl.  
Instruction time is designed to be tailored to the individual student’s needs.  The  
recommended age range for junior golfers in this program is 10-16 years of age.   
Exceptions to this will be considered, however.     
 
The purpose of the Player Development Program is to offer a more  
personalized approach to: 
 

1.  Improved golf fundamentals 
2.  Utilizing these skills in real on-course situations 
3.  Having more fun as a result of improved skill levels. 
 

(Note; In golf, “having more fun” generally means producing lower scores, striking better 
shots consistently, playing more golf, and the desire to play with better caliber players.  
This is something we’d like to see for each and every LCCC junior golfer!)

The Importance of Club Fitting

Without equipment that is properly fit, no golfer will reach optimal performance.  Trying to figure out 
the golf swing with clubs that are not properly fit for your body and swing encourages a player to make 
unnatural compensations that prevent them from developing proper fundamentals and swing  
mechanics.  For example, if a player is swinging a club that is too long or short and has the incorrect 
lie angle their posture is doomed from the start.  These days, with all of the technology that is  
available to us, it is a necessity to receive a custom club fitting from a trained and experienced club 
fitter before making a golf club investment. 
 

There are three basic components to the club fitting process, the first one being shaft flex.  This  
impacts things such as trajectory, accuracy, distance and consistency.  During the golf swing the club 
“flexes” throughout until squarely meeting the ball at impact.  An incorrect shaft flex would make all of 
that more difficult.  For example, a player swinging a club that is too stiff will tend to hit it low and to 
the right.  This will cause a player to hang back on his/her right side to lift the ball up in the air. 
 

The next component is lie angle.  Lie angle is the angle formed by the shaft and the sole of the 
club.  Having the correct lie angle will cause the center of the club head to make contact with the 
ground at impact.  This can have effects on the flight of the golf ball.  A “too upright” lie angle can 
cause pulls or hooks.  “Too flat” can cause pushes or slices. 
 

The last component is the set composition in your bag.  Since the creation of hybrid clubs, golfers now 
have a wider range of choices to make in the clubs they put in their bags.  There might be a club or 
two that don’t get used very often.  There is also a good chance that you have a couple of clubs in 
your bag right now that basically do the same thing.  Numerous lofts and designs in woods, hybrids, 
irons, and wedges make the need for professional consultation a must before making a change in 
equipment. 
 

Don’t continue to attempt to make up for improperly selected equipment.  See your trained  
professional staff for further information or for a club fitting appointment. 

Golf Cart Policy Update 
In an effort to conserve the number 
of carts going on to the golf course, 
please remember that multiple  
single-rider carts within a group are 
discouraged.  Having more than one 
single-rider cart within a group will 
result in a full cart fee being 
charged rather than just a half-cart 
fee.  Having more than one single 
cart within a group for whatever 
reason (playing “faster”, giving 
rides from green to tee, etc.) is not 
permissible.

RESURFACING 
 

Our biggest news is the re-surfacing of three of our courts: the Stadium Court as a hard court; and 
courts 2 and 3 (on the left as you enter) with the soft surface SportClay.  Clay courts cause the ball to 
bounce a little lower and slower than a hard surface does, so strokes are longer and the strategy is  
different.  The running is different too: you slide into the ball, so you don't have to run as far. 
Most importantly, the surface is much easier on the body: we are certain that many of our members will 
be able to spend more time enjoying this wonderful game. 
   

You are encouraged to: 
*Come out and OBSERVE even before you play 
*And of course, TRY IT OUT to begin to learn how to play on it 
  
SPORTCLAY FAQ: 
 

Do we have to maintain the court?  How long are the courts out of play? 
 

SportClay does not require water.  The tennis staff will drag the courts, then sweep the lines each  
morning.  The entire process requires no more than 10 minutes per court.  The courts are ready for  
play immediately. 
 

What about rain?  Can we play when it's raining?  How long after the rain stops? 
 

You can continue to play while it rains, or right after.  The rain is absorbed by the court.  Only after a 
heavy rain will there be puddles; they can be cleaned with Rol-Dris.  Overall, the down time from rain is 
much less than with hard courts. 
  
Will the court material damage our shoes?  Or the floor? 
  

The SportClay material is much finer than Har-Tru. It can be cleaned by scraping the soles as you walk 
along the sidewalk, but please use the brush at the exit to court two.
